· Ref. Information Rule Update
· *Very qualified this year turned down 27 officials many high school and college officials.

· *We will have 3 officials per game.

· *Helmet: any types of contact with the helmet, even with the face mask, can be called. There is a fine line when the ball carrier is lowering his head to absorb the shock vs. an intentional helmet.  If it is called there will be a 15 yard penalty.

· *Defenseless Player:  This is called if the ref believes that the player didn't see what's coming at them.  If it is called there will be a 15 yard penalty.

· *Spearing:  Using the crown of the helmet. If it is called there will be a 15 yard penalty.

· If any of these three penalties are called the player can possibly be ejected from the game.  This would only happen if it is considered to be extremely malicious, or if there was a previous warning.  Ejections are rare.  If a player is ejected he is also suspended for the next game and may need league approval before he can come back to play. 

· *Head Coach Rule:  Only, Only, Only the head coach can talk to the refs.  This includes questions before or after the game about the current game or previous game.  Even if these questions take place off the field they must come from only the head coach.  Communication by assistance can lead to a 5 yard penalty.  

· *No Coaches or non-playing team members allowed on the Field during playing time.  This can lead to a 5 yard penalty.
